Important Notice:

Format: Round-robin matches within the same group in the first day. The best 2 from each group advance to the elimination play-offs in the following Saturday.

Awards: The Champion, 1st Runner Up, and 2nd Runner Ups.

Referee: Licensed referee will be hired, one referee for each game.


Game Regulation: Will follow the FIFA regulations except unlimited player changes and penalties applied to the card carriers due to provocative play.

Player Regulation: This cup is intended for the Asian players. Non-Asian players are welcome but are limited to 3 on the field at any time; Also, any player, who has played for 1 team already, cannot play again for another team


Penalties: Whenever the referee issues a card against a provocative, dangerous play, a Yellow Card will carry a $25 fine, and a Red Card will carry $100 fine to the problem player. (No fine will be charged for those technical or non-dangerous plays like handball, bad sportsmanship etc.)

Determination of Winning:

(1) Round robin matches in groups:  

3 points for a win, one point for a draw, no points for a defeat;

The ranking in each group shall be determined as follows:

(1a) Greater number of points obtained in al the group matches;

(1b) Goal difference in all the group matches;

(1c) Greater number of goals scored in all the group matches

(1d) less Yellow and Red Cards warning

(1e) toss coin
(2) Playoffs

(2a) Semi-final

If the result is draw at the end of regular playing time, the winning team will be decided by kicks from the penalty mark.  No over time will be played.

(2b) Final

If the result is draw at the end of regular playing time, 30 minutes (15 minutes half times) over time will be played.  If still draw at the end of over time, the winning team will be decided by kicks from the penalty mark

(2c) Kicks from the penalty mark


The winning team will be determined as follows:

(2c1) Greater number of goals scored in the first 5 kicks

(2c2) Until one team has scored a goal more than the other team from the same number of kicks
